China and Russia — Competition or Cooperation ?

Recent news on Belarus are raising US suspicion of a planned cooperation
between Belarus, China and Russia to achieve the strategic goal of an
'Eurasian Integration' that would leave Western Europe apart and weaken
the global position of the United States.

That is what the Chinese news center B§#M is stressing in an article

published on 28 February 2023.

On the occasion of Belarus president Lukashenko's 13th visit to China,
different Chinese media are hailing an improvement of relations between
both countries in the frame of the China-Belarus Industrial Park and
related policies which make part of China's 'One Road — One Belt'
strategy.

At the same time, Western media quoted voices from Russia that are
hinting at an increasing Russian influence on the Belarus leadership
intended to further tighten Russia's grip on one of its closest allies.

Such we cannot exclude some kind of strategic cooperation between
Russia and China, both using Belarus as a starting point of Eurasian
Integration that would weaken the position of Belarus and of Central Asian
states like Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan in favour of the hegemonial powers
China and Russia. However, such joint strategy, obviously feared by the
top level of the United States, could only succeed, if China and Russia
were able to cooperate on a large extent and which cannot be taken for
granted.

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Lukashenko needs to visit China, and the US top level made
it clear that they are afraid of China and Russia forming a line.
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In other words, cooperation between China and Belarus has long been not
limited to a simple exchange of interests, but has already involved the
strategic level of "Eurasian integration". Under the framework of Russian-
Belarusian integration, cooperation between China and Belarus can radiate
to Russia; And cooperation between China and Russia can also radiate to
Belarus.

In the future, once the Eurasian continent is integrated, then China's
cooperation with any of these countries can radiate to the entire Eurasian
continent. A Eurasian continental system that avoids the influence of
Western countries is precisely one of the last things the US leadership
wants.

So [ think that future projects like the China-
Belarus Industrial Park will have a stronger model character, the
technological content will be higher, and the regional radiation will
become wider, such that the economic and trade cooperation between the
two countries will have a better and broader prospect in the future."
